A new flu vaccine is made each year because flu viruses are changing almost every year.
Getting a flu shot EVERY year is highly recommended.

SNU Health Service Center starts flu shot earlier this year than before taking the surge of
Hong Kong Flu in May and June in 2015 into consideration.

How effective is the flu vaccine?

Flu vaccine is 70-90% effective in keeping healthy adults from getting sick from flu.

Flu vaccination lowered the risk of hospitalizations by 50-60% in people 50 years of age
and older, and was 80% effective in preventing death of old people.
